RESOLUTION

The refers to the case initiated against Asia Pacific Maritime Services, Inc. (APMSI)
for non — compliance with the standards in the implementation of training courses, more
particularly, on the requirement to maintain viable and complete training equipment as
promulgated by the Maritime Training Council (MTC). MTC’s Inspection and Monitoring
Team conducted an inspection of the respondent’'s premises and facilities on 19 January
2011. As a result, the Team found that the respondent failed to comply with the training
standards required in the conduct of Basic Safety Training Courses (Modules 1 — 4),
Proficiency in Survival Craft and Rescue Boats, and Advance Training in Fire Fighting. In its
official report, the Team cited the following findings:

a. The names of the trainees listed in the Enrolment Report did not conform to
those listed in the attendance sheet submitted during the actual monitoring;

b. The lecturer conducting the classes during the actual monitoring was not the
one indicated in the Enrolment Report submitted to MTC;
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The conference, faculty, and library rooms were located in just one area;

The fire exit was found to be inaccessible as the same was located in one of
the classrooms;

Only two fire extinguishers were found along the corridor;
The library was found to be lacking from tables, chairs, and lights;

Asia Pacific did not notify MTC of its transfer from Kalye Pogi, San Pedro,
Laguna to National Highway, Barangay Nueva, San Pedro, Laguna;

The practical site was likewise used as an area for construction and repair of
commercial speed boat,

All training equipments / facilities required under Form 2B were not available
during the actual monitoring; and

No practical exercise for the Personal Survival Techniques, Advance Training
in Fire Fighting, and Proficiency in survival Craft and Rescue Boat courses
were being conducted during the monitoring activity.

MTC issued a Show Cause Order to the respondent on 04 February 2011 and
directed it to submit a verified answer explaining why no administrative sanction should be
meted out against its person. The respondent filed its verified answer on 14 February 2011
and specified the following defenses:

a.

The names listed in the class attendance during the monitoring did not match
those that were listed in the submitted Enrolment Report due to the fact that
the enrolees to the classes that were monitored included not only those who
were taking the same as a regular course but also those who were taking it as
a refresher program. Respondent likewise claims that it is not aware of the
MTC requirement that classes for the regular students should be conducted
separately from that of the refresher enrolees;

The instructors who were conducting the classes during the actual monitoring
were not those indicated in the Enrolment Report submitted to MTC because
they had just recently gone off — board and that it was only then that they
were able to join the roster of respondent’s instructors;

Its conference, faculty, and library rooms are not situated in only one portion
of its premises as illustrated by its floor plan. Respondent further explains
that MTC erroneously regarded its library as its designated conference room
on the basis of the conference table found therein;

It has fire / emergency exits located in Classrooms 3 and 4 and in the
instructors’ lounge. Aside from the emergency exit maps, APMSI explained
that it has MIMIC PLANS posted in the area to illustrate all the entry and exit
points;

The MTC Inspection and Monitoring Team may have overlooked the fact that
there are other fire extinguishers which are strategically situated within the
training center. APMSI furthers that the clearance it obtained from the Fire
Safety and Inspection Department of the City of Manila would attest to the
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
